UNIVERSITY COMMONS (UCOMMONS):

BUSINESS BUILDING (BUS): Home to the
Alberta School of Business — one of the world's

ENGINEERING TEACHING AND LEARNING
COMPLEX (ETLC): A state-of-the-art facility
with classrooms, laboratories, engineering
student clubs and a food court.

O Stop by the Elko Engineering Garage, a 6,000
sq. ft makerspace where students bring
their designs to life.

EDUCATION CENTRE (ED): This centre belongs
to tomorrow's inspiring teachers and includes

a cafeteria, gym, labs and student lounges.

The north side of the facility has a mural titled
“West and North" by Norman Yates.

TORY BUILDING (T): Named after Henry
Marshall Tory, the first president of the university,
this building is home to many social science
departments and anthropology labs.

OLD ARTS BUILDING OR CONVOCATION HALL
(A): Builtin 1915 and once the centre of campus,
today this building is mainly used for music
recitals, concerts and special ceremonies.

TIMMS CENTRE FOR THE ARTS (TC):

This centre houses Studio Theatre, the U of A's
very own theatre company. Here you can catch
student-led theatre productions throughout
the academic year.

FINE ARTS BUILDING (FAB): Home to the art
and design, drama and music departments.

It includes a printmaking studio, movement/
dance studios, costume workshops and a large
music library.

CAMERON LIBRARY (CAM): This science
and engineering library houses a large map
collection, late night study spaces and the
Digital Scholarship Centre where students
can access a VR Studio and play Nintendo
and Playstation games.

LAW CENTRE (LAW): Home to the oldest law
school in Western Canada. Here students can
gather with friends at The Gavel (a cafe), study
in the second largest law library in Canada

or practice their trial skills in the full-sized
mock courtroom.

HOUSING UNION BUILDING (HUB):

This bustling building was designed to model

a skyscraper on its side! Spanning two city
blocks, HUB contains numerous dining options,
residence apartments and student services
(including the ONECard office). Additional
housing options for students can be found

just beyond HUB, lining the eastern edge

of the campus.

RUTHERFORD LIBRARY: This humanities, social
sciences and education library is the largest on
campus and the second largest research library
in Canada.

Owned and operated by the Students' Union (SU),
SUB houses the SU's services, study spaces and
a variety of dining options. Also located in SUB

is First Peoples' House, aimed at providing an
environment of empowerment for First Nations,
Métis,and Inuit learners to achieve personal and
academic growth.
