Time to Take Note
	� Your student can apply October 1 of their grade 12 year using their final grade 11 

marks and available final grade 12 marks. Our ongoing evaluation process means 
they only apply once, and their application will continually be reviewed.  

	� For Alberta students, final high school transcripts will be sent on their behalf  
to the U of A as part of the application process. For out-of-province students,  
all final and official documentation must be sent to the U of A by August 1, 2026.

	� Your student must accept their offer of admission and pay the tuition deposit  
by the deadline in Launchpad before they can register for their courses. 

	� All communication will be sent to their official U of A email address once your 
student applies to the U of A — so remind them to regularly check their inbox! 

	� Official correspondence between the university and students is privileged.  
By law, we are unable to disclose students’ personal or academic information to 
anyone else, including parents/supporters, without the student’s prior written consent.

Get Acquainted with our Lingo
Undergraduate: A student enrolled in 
university who is pursuing a Bachelor’s 
Degree with no prior post-secondary 
credentials. This typically takes 4  
to 5 years to complete.

Major/Minor: A student’s major is 
their primary area of study in a degree 
program, whereas a minor is their 
secondary area of study (which is  
usually optional).

Transcript: A statement of the student’s 
entire official academic record.

Competitive Average: The entrance 
average required to be admitted  
into a program. 

Direct-Entry Program: A program  
that does not require any other  
post-secondary credit for admission 
purposes (i.e., admitted based on  
high school grades alone). 

Non-Direct Entry Program: A program 
that requires specific previously 
completed post-secondary course  
credit for admission purposes.
